The Ethical Consumer Group has joined forces with the Harrow and Brent Oxfam Campaign Group and will be working together from now on. 
This came about as Oxfam’s own aims and objectives have had an increasingly focus on climate change and its impact on overseas development. 
There has been a national trend over a number of years. Big charities coming together to share campaigns. We hope to do the same at a local level. 

Together we have been lobbying Harrow Council for many months to restart the Fair Trade Borough steering group. The Council passed a motion to work towards Fair Trade borough status four years ago. It organised a number of meetings which were very well attended by local community groups but stopped as financial problems meant cuts to the staff that helped organise it.
