Action Group 
Update
Planning Action Group
Greener Harrow is a bimonthly meeting which brings together community groups and Council officers. The group is consulted and makes recommendations to Harrow Council on local environmental issues. HA21’s planning group member, David Summers chairs this meeting. David updates us below….
It is hoped to have a Water theme at our next meeting on 8 July 2008 with presentations from Three Valleys Water, Thames Water and the Environment Agency. 
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After last year’s floods, previous years’ water shortages, climate change, and a recent report to
government highlighting the apparent disconnect in the responsibility of water 
management, this should be another very topical meeting. 
More recently on 7 May 2008, the sustainability credentials of the
proposed new Harrow Leisure 
Centre and the new Harrow College were explained by the
individual design teams. The group had the opportunity discuss the projects with the architects and advisers representing the property developers. 

We were also thoroughly briefed on the forthcoming Local Development Framework (LDF). ‘Preferred Options’ Consultation which will be open to public consultation between 6 June and 18 July. This will be widely advertised and everyone is urged to participate in the consultation. 
The new Leader of the Council, Cllr. David Ashton, also addressed the meeting welcoming the participation of Greener Harrow in the consultation process. He explained that whilst all Greener Harrow’s wishes may not be achievable in reality, he and his colleagues are very sustainability minded with the objective to find a sensitive and sensible implementation of the Sustainability Agenda.   

Education Action Group

The Education Action Group brings teachers working in Harrow together and supports them to increase environmental education in their school. Marilyn Raymond is the Chair of the group and invites members who have involvement or an interest in local education to get involved. 
The Education Action Group in association with Three Valleys Water are putting on a twilight event for staff from schools in Harrow on Thursday, 26 June 2008 from 4 – 6pm. There will be practical workshops covering recycling, water use, rocks and soils, habitat art, creating a garden plot as well as topics in ethical decision making.
